PETITION TO THE  EUROPEAN PARLAMENT

I would like to complaint about the Royal Decree 547/2012 (“the Royal Decree”) of 16 march 2012 issued by the Spanish Government, whereby the Council of Ministers authorised the installation by Repsol Investigaciones Petroliferas SA, Woodside Energy Iberia S.A. and  RWE Dea AG, of a non-specified  number of offshore exploratory deep drillings of 3,500 meters in depth, with a view of producing petroleum in sea waters very close to our islands (in some points, as closed as 10 kms of Fuerteventura,  and 23 kms of Lanzarote).  I firmly believe that such authorisation infringes:

(a) The object of Directive 2011/92 to guarantee the right to an environmental impact assessment with public consultation for works such as those involved in this project.  Such infringement is there-fold:


-Lack of prior determination by the relevant environmental 
authority whether the project in question should be subject or not to an 
environmental impact assessment prior to grant the authorisation; 


-Breaking up of the works program to prevent a global analysis of the 
impact of the affected area; and


-lack of information and consultation to the public at any stage of the procedure undertaken.

(b) The object of Directives 92/43 (Habitats Directive) and 2009/147 (Wild birds Directive) to protect natural habitats by carrying out a prior adequate environmental assessment of those projects which are likely to have a significant effect on natural habitats protected by European legislation. 

In that respect, we should just point out that in the area directly affected and its surroundings are sea wild flora and fauna protected by European legislation.

I therefore request from the Parliament to take up this matter with the European Commission or in any other manner that the Parliament thinks fit.
